(Teaching English to 
speakers of other languages) from Manchester University, U.K. He has received 
professional training at the Universities of Toronto, Pittsburgh, Louisville and 
Chicago. He served as Lecturer and Assistant Professor from 1981 to 1992 in 
Department of English at University of Karachi. He is one of the founder members of 
SPELT and has participated in all national and international conferences from 1987 to 
date. 
 
Abbas Husain’s experience as a corporate trainer spans over two decades since 1990.  
He has been a guest speaker at National Defense University, Islamabad, Pakistan Navy 
Staff College; Pakistan Air War College, and as a trainer of the Advanced Course at 
NIPA, Karachi. He has been a consultant for UNICEF at the Regional Conference in 
Khatmandu, Nepal, 1998.  He has appeared on GEO TV, Indus TV, NewsOne, PTV and 
DAWNNEWS for educational and religious programs.
